I got in contact with a local farmer and he sold us 120 quality
egg laying chickens at a very good price. We began fixing up our
coop, as it has not been used since the previous chickens were
all killed by a man who was later arrested on some very serious
charges. We not only have now a larger coop for the new egg
e e S layers but also a smaller coop for our 72 meat chickens! We are
hoping to offset a lot of our costs by producing and selling our
own eggs and meat. Please pray that God would bless our
efforts as we provide and raise money for the home!

This month I also took lessons on how to build rock retaining walls.
This is a very practical skill since most of Honduras is rocky with
everything being built on hills. I made a small wall to help level
out the girl’s home property, but I will soon be leading a group to
build a much bigger wall in the near future!
